Submission deadline is August 15th, 2011. 





Size/display:





Posters may be no larger than 48 inches by 36 inches. Easels will be provided free of charge. The earliest time to set up a poster is September 15 at 9 AM in Trabant Student Center Multipurpose Room, and must be taken down by 7:00 PM on Friday, September 16th. If your poster is not removed it will be disposed. You are encouraged to display your poster and be available for questions for as much of the conference as possible.
